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The death of Christ is a dominant and dramatic theme in the New Testament. 
So it’s not surprising that, over the centuries, the Cross has become the symbol 
of the Christian faith. But Christians do not honour a dead hero; we worship a 
Living Lord. 
According to the Bible, the death of Jesus is not the end of a track – it’s the 
gateway into life. His crucifixion gives rise to many key themes and you’ll ex-
plore some of these in this course including: the place of silence in our noisy 
world; despair and hope; a suffering world; the challenge of living as disciples 
when Christianity is no longer mainstream…
